Absences:

You have the number of days you are out plus one more to turn in your missing work.  Having to do makeup work does not excuse you from keeping up with the rest of the class on your return.  Any specific questions on an assignment, just ask the teacher.

Daily Assignments:

All daily assignments are due the day they are given.  They should be placed in the class drawer at the front of the room.  If completed electronically, then edu20 will notify me.
Be prepared:  Come to school with all needed supplies as I do not have the money to purchase supplies for my classes.  This is your responsibility.

Classroom Operating Procedure:  Enter the classroom quietly.  Pick up your assigned notebook from the shelf.  Complete journal prompt. After 5 minutes I will go over the prompt and the powerpoint for the day.  Then you will be working together in groups and then independently to complete assignments.  There should be no talking during powerpoints or when I give instructions.  You MAY NOT WRITE in the class notebook.  Doing so will result in getting a negative grade.  Class Notebooks ARE NOT TO BE REMOVED FROM THE CLASSROOM!!!!  There should be NO TALKING during PA ANNOUNCEMENTS!!  I follow all school rules in my class.  

Tardy Policy:  I follow the tardy policy of the school.  If you are not in the room when the bell rings then you are tardy.  You should sign the clipboard beside the phone in the front of the room when you enter.

Miscellaneous:  No gum or food.  You may have drink in a closed plastic container with a screw top lid.  No liquid on desk if you have a laptop.  NO food or drinks at all in the lab area.

No writing on desks.  You must interact with the class during discussions and problem solving.  NO horseplay. Do your own work unless assigned to a group.  A grade of 0 is given for cheating.  If caught copying someone else’s paper, I will divide the grade between the two of you.  
All electronics are to be off or put on silent.  They are to remain out of sight and off your desk at all times.  If your parent needs to get in touch with you they need to call the office and their call will be transferred to the classroom.

Class Dismissal:  The bell is my signal that I may dismiss the class.  It is not your signal to leave.  My standards must be met each day before you leave.
