Syllabus, Rules, and Procedures

Welcome to a new semester!  We will be learning about and interacting with the Earth and our Environment.  We will use 21st century learning tools everyday.  I want you to really learn to look at the Earth we live on in a new way.

Rules:

1)  Be Respectful: Treat all persons and properties with respect.  Do not disrupt the 

     learning environment by being unruly.

2)  Be Prepared:  Come every day with iPod, paper, pencil, notebook, textbook, and any other 

     required materials.

Grading Scale:

We will have assignments both in and out of class.  Homework will be due on the day following the assignment.  Turn in all work to the “in” box with your block number on it at the front of them room.  Work will be collected from the box daily.  Late work is unacceptable! Turn in what you have, some credit is better than no credit. For each day late 10 points will be removed from the total possible points.  For example 1 day late will have a maximum score of 90, 2 days will be an 80, 3 days will be a 70.
