Assignments will be posted in Edu20.  Students will be enrolled per teacher.  After you have joined the group you will be able to see all assignments.  I will have them broken down by objective with Power Points and worksheets attached.  Students are to complete each assignment and send to Mrs. Sousa.    
Students will be required to use their laptops to complete their assignments. Any student who does not have a laptop will have a hard time completing their assignments in my class as there is a lot of research in the Health Science curriculum and it is very fast moving.  We don’t have time to waste using paper and pencil for everything!  That being said you will still need paper and pencil so come prepared.

If you are not at school: If you are absent you need to go to Edu to find out what we did that day and complete your missed work and submit before  you return to class.  It will be important for you to be checking Edu for assignments while absent so you don’t get behind.  If you do not have internet access at home I need to speak to the parent to work out arrangements for absences.  If you have questions about a specific assignment, see the teacher after independent work has started.  We move quickly in Health Science so you don’t want to be out unless you are contagious. Example: Vomiting or fever – STAY HOME.  Otherwise you do not have the luxury of being able to miss time just because you don’t feel like going to school or don’t want to get up.  What you learn in this class can not be made up with another teacher.  You need to be in class.  If you don’t show up at your job you get fired.  School is no different.  The curriculum moves quickly and you will not be able to catch up easily.  You don’t have time to play in Health Science.  We could possibly have up to 2 tests a week and likely daily quizzes.  If you are out it makes it hard to catch up and keep up with what the class is doing on your return.
Daily Assignments: All daily assignments are due the day they are assigned unless otherwise instructed. All daily assignments are to submitted to the instructor.
 
Be prepared: Come to class with all needed supplies. I am not responsible for providing your school supplies. It is your responsibility to bring needed supplies yourself. If you cannot afford supplies then please let me know and I will see if we can find assistance for you.
Classroom operating procedures: Go to the bathroom before you enter my room.  Once you step foot in you will not be leaving unless called out by the office or I ask you to run an errand.  You have time to use the restroom between classes and at lunch.  If you have a medical condition that requires you to go to the restroom frequently then you will need to present a doctor’s note to the office and they will let the teachers know.  Otherwise don’t ask because it is a class disruption.  Per Mrs. Rulmore, no one should be leaving class during the first or last 10 minutes of class.  
Students are to enter the classroom quietly and be seated, with laptop open and logged in, ready to work on early work before the bell rings.  Early work can be found in Assignments on EDU.   Anyone not sitting down will be counted tardy.  You will have 5 minutes to complete it unless told otherwise.
You are not allowed to talk during instruction but I will allow talking with an acceptable volume if you are working after all instructions are given and you are not disturbing another student.  You will be given a set amount of time to complete assignments and submit to me.  I will not be accepting late assignments!
Tardy policy:   You will be counted as tardy if you are not in the classroom and in your assigned seat when the last bell rings. I will shut the door when the bell rings.  After attendance is taken,  I will follow the tardy policy of the school. When the door is open, please entry 
quietly and have a seat.  If you choose to become a class distraction you may be written up for class disturbance.
 
Classroom etiquette: Students are to sit quietly during classroom instruction, PA announcements, and student presentations. PA announcements are important to students as well as teachers. We all need to know what is going on around us and what is required of us. Talking will be handled according to the school discipline policy.

 
You are allowed a bottle of water only with a screw top lid and not on desks with technology.  No other food or drinks allowed in the classroom! No food/drinks of any kind in the lab!
·  Do not enter the back lab or touch the equipment without the instructor’s permission. 
 ·  All personal electronics/cell phones are to be turned off or put on silent. They are to remain out of sight and off your desk at all times. If your parent needs to get in touch with you they need to call the office and their call will be transferred to the classroom.  My phone is not for student use so don’t ask to use it unless you plan on staying after school with me to work and need to arrange a ride.  You will be allowed to use ear buds for Power Points and class assignments only.
Class dismissal: The bell is my signal that I may dismiss class. It is NOT your signal that the class is dismissed. My standards must be met each day before you may leave. 

 
·         Everyone is to be in his or her seat and quiet. 

·         The room is to be neat and inside of desks cleaned out of trash.

·         Chairs and tables are to be in their original position.

·         Books are to be stacked neatly in appropriate areas.
